1) The reference number for this Statement of Work: ED-07-R-0068.
2) A statement of qualifications to perform this work, with particular reference to the skills and areas of expertise identified in the statement of work.

On Fixed Price contracts, the contractor will be paid upon receipt of scheduled deliverables and a satisfactory invoice, in accordance to the Prompt Pay Act.
